The education program enhances classroom activities by providing a free geography, natural history, and social sciences curriculum for use in schools throughout the world. To facilitate this interactive program, the LONGITUDE team has planned visits to field centers maintained by the Royal Geographical Society, Land Rover Worldwide Adventure sites, United Nations Worldwide Heritage Sites, and other field research centers.

Launched in November 2003, the LONGITUDE Expedition is circumnavigating the globe over a period of nine months, crossing four continents, through 34 countries, following lines of longitude, over a distance of 32,000 miles. The purpose of the LONGITUDE Expedition is to raise funds for Parkinson’s Disease research while also promoting geographic and cultural awareness among schoolchildren.
